This will save 
 another trip to the school and you will be able to plan your budget  
 in advance.

2.  If the learner is fitted in advance the shop has ample time to ensure 
 that the right sizes in garments are ordered and delivered timeously.  
 The parent/guardian also has enough time to  arrange payment/s.  
 
3.  If you cancel the learners enrolment, no cancellation fee will be 
 charged, providing you have contacted the shop to notify them of  
 the cancellation. This will also ensure that the shop is not carrying 
 excess stock.
